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The Sun and the Moon look about the same size from 
Earth, but they are not.

The Moon

The Moon takes just over 27 days to orbit the Earth.

The Sun is about 400 times wider than the Moon but is 
400 times further away!

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A solar eclipse happens when 
the Moon passes between the 
Sun and the Earth, casting a 
shadow over the Earth.

Eclipses

The last total solar eclipse 
visible from the U.S. was in 
1991. The next is not until 2017!

A lunar eclipse happens when 
the Earth passes between the 
Sun and the Moon, casting a 
shadow over the Moon.

Lunar eclipses happen in 
most years.

What happens during a solar eclipse?

During a solar eclipse, the Moon moves directly between 
the Sun and the Earth, blocking the Sun’s rays from 
reaching part of the Earth.

What happens during a lunar eclipse?

During a lunar eclipse, the Moon is on the opposite side 
of the Earth from the Sun, blocking the Sun’s light from 
reaching the Moon.
